Martha Teichner
Correspondent, CBS News Sunday Morning

“Often, In Libraries......”
Among other things, Martha Teichner will explore her 
own experiences in and with libraries, with homage 

being paid to chocolate. 

Martha Teichner has been a 
correspondent for CBS NEWS 
SUNDAY MORNING since 
December 1994, based in New 
York, but spent more than a 
dozen years as a foreign corre-
spondent covering major inter-
national events. 

Teichner’s work has been rec-
ognized with seven Emmy 
Awards for reports including 
Princess Diana’s death, the 
Detroit newspaper strike and an employees’ lawsuit 
against the Maytag Company. In addition, Teichner 
interviewed First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton for 
SUNDAY MORNING in 1995 and 1997. She also 
accompanied the First Lady to South Asia, Central 
Europe, and to China and Mongolia. In addition, 
Teichner has also won two James Beard Foundation 
Awards for her food-related reporting.

Prior to joining SUNDAY MORNING, Teichner 
was twice assigned to the CBS News London Bu-
reau	(1980-84,	1989-94)	where	she	not	only	covered	
Britain’s royal wedding of Prince Charles to Lady 
Diana Spencer, but covered many wars as one of 
only a handful of female battle correspondents. Tei-
chner also covered the Maze Prison Hunger Strike 
in Northern Ireland, the Lebanon War and the con-
flicts	associated	with	the	collapse	of	Yugoslavia	(Slo-
venia,	Croatia	and	Bosnia).	She	reported	on	the	fall	
of Communism in Central and Eastern Europe and 
the Romanian Revolution. Also, Teichner spent sev-
eral weeks in the Bolivian jungle covering undercov-
er operations with the Drug Enforcement Agency.

During the Persian Gulf War, Teichner was one of a 
small group of journalists allowed by the military to 
accompany U.S. troops. She spent nearly six weeks 
with the 1st Armored Division in the Saudi desert, 
but	also	covered	the	conflict	from	Iraq,	Kuwait,	Jor-
dan and Israel. For her war reporting, she received 
a Breakthrough Award, presented by Men, Women 
and the Media.

Brad Baker is Dean of Libraries and Learning 
Resources at Northeastern Illinois University in Chi-
cago, where he has worked for the past 26 years. In 
his current position, Baker is responsible for NEIU 
libraries, distance learning and oversees the campus 
Center for Technology and Learning. Baker has been 
active in ALA, ACRL and the Illinois Library Asso-
ciation as well as a number of library cooperative ac-
tivities at the local, state and national level. Baker’s 
educational background includes an MA in Library 
Science from the University of Chicago, an MA in 
American Studies from Northeastern Illinois Univer-
sity, and a BA in History from Trinity College.

Mary Brintnall-Peterson is a professor with 
the University of Wisconsin-Exten-
sion and presents programs in the 
areas of family caregiving and grand-
parents raising grandchildren. She 
has developed two national satellite 
programs and presented at numer-
ous national meetings on the issues 
and concerns of relative caregivers. 
Mary was selected as a member of Generations Unit-
ed National Network of Expert Trainers and recently 
received the AARP Grandparent Award. She has also 
published and developed web sites and educational 
resources for relative caregivers and professionals 
who work with this emerging family structure.

Carole McGinley Edland is an artist, musician, 
registered nurse, and Doc-
tor of Ministry, and also the 
founder and facilitator for 
the	Butterfly	Ministry	in	La	
Crosse. A Wisconsin native, 
she has lived in La Crosse 
since 1970. She has been 
a member of the Friends of the La Crosse Public 
Library for 25 years, and the Friends of Wisconsin 
Libraries for six years. Carole is on a number of lit-
eracy task forces, and is a founding member of the 
La Crosse Community Literacy Coalition. She has 
written one book, Devyn Has Cancer: A Tale of Two 
Angels, and is working on another.

Vonna J. Pitel served as District Media Coor-
dinator/high school IMC Director 
and elementary director for over 
35 years for the Cedarburg School 
District. She graduated from UW-
Milwaukee School of Information 
Science	(1972)	and	Cardinal	Stritch	
University with a degree in Admin-
istrative	 Leadership	 (1994).	 Pitel	
served as WSLMA President in 1983, and in various 
leadership positions in WEMA, including four years 
on the Board of Directors, and was the recipient of a 
Herb Kohl Fellowship in 1990. She has served on the 
Cedarburg Public Library Board of Trustees since 
1993.

Jeff Rand has been a reference librarian at the La
